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Pacemakers

• Always keep the device more than 15.3 centimetres (6 inches) from the 
pacemaker

• Not carry the device in a breast pocket

• Hold the device to the ear opposite the pacemaker to minimize the poten-
tial for interference.

• If you suspect interference, switch off your device, and move the device 
away.

Hearing aids

Some digital wireless devices may interfere with some hearing aids. If 
interference occurs, consult your service provider.

Vehicles

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General Information 
This WLAN/ GSM Dual mode phone supports both GSM 900/1800/1900 and 
VoIP call via WLAN 802.11b/g (WLAN at 2.4GHz). 

The Dual mode phone allows users to make or receive phone calls as long as 
they are in the coverage of IEEE 802.11b or 11g wireless Access Points.

The Dual mode phone described in this guide is approved for use on the GSM 
900/1800/1900 network. Contact your service provider if you wish to learn 
more about the networks. 

Network Service
To use the phone you must have service from a wireless service provider. 
Many of the features in this phone depend on features in the wireless network 
to function. These network services may not be available on all networks or 
you may need to make special arrangements with your service provider before 
you can use the network services. Your service provider may need to give you 
additional instructions for their use and explain what charges will apply. Some 
networks may have limitations that affect how you can use Network Services. 
For example, some networks may not support all language-dependent 
characters and services. 

Your service provider may request that certain features be disabled or not 
activated in your device. If so, they will not appear in your device menu. 
Contact your service provider for further information. 

The Dual mode phone described in this guide is approved for use on the GSM 
900/1800/1900 network. Tri-band is a network-dependent feature. Check with 
your local service provider if you can subscribe to and use this feature.

This phone supports WAP 2.0 protocols (HTTP and SSL) that run on TCP/IP 
protocols. Some features of this phone, such as MMS (Multimedia Messaging 
Service), browsing, e-mail, instant messages, and music downloading via 
browser or over MMS, require network support for these technologies.

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Shared Memory 
The following features in this device may share memory: contacts, text 
messages (SMS and MMS), WAP (download and cache), ring tones, calendar, 
and gallery (camera images, sounds, and misc.). Use of one or more of these 
features may reduce the memory available for the remaining features sharing 
memory. Your phone may display a message that the memory is full when you 
try to use a shared memory feature. In this case, delete some of the 
information or entries stored in the shared memory features before continuing.

Before 
contacting us, please have your Internal Mobile Identification Number (IMEI) 
available so that we may retrieve relevant information to help you. You may 
find the IMEI label in the battery compartment or on the giftbox label. 

Access codes
1 PIN and PIN2 codes (4 to 8 digits)

• The PIN (Personal Identification Number) code protects your SIM card 
against unauthorized use.

• The PIN code is usually supplied with the SIM card. Set the phone to 
request the PIN code each time the phone is switched on.

• The PIN2 code may be supplied with the SIM card (GSM phase II). 
This code controls access to some of the more advanced features of 
the phone (for example: fixed dialing lists a restricted list of numbers 
the phone can call, which is handy if you lend the phone to a kid). The 
default code is set by the service provider, but you are able to change 
this code. 

If you key in an incorrect PIN code three times in succession, the phone may 
display PIN blocked or PIN code blocked, for example, and ask you to enter 
the PUK code. You will need to require a PUK code from your network/service 
provider before you can resume the receiving/making calls and reading text 
functions.

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2 PUK and PUK2 codes (8 digits) 

PUK stands for Personal Unblocking Key. If you have entered your PIN code 
incorrectly 3 times, your SIM card will be blocked and you will be unable to 
make and receive calls/text. The PUK code is required to change a blocked 
PIN, and the PUK2 code is required to change a blocked PIN2 code. If the 
codes are not supplied with the SIM card, contact your local service provider 
for the codes. If the PUK code is entered 10 times incorrectly, the card is 
permanently disabled and the SIM card has to be changed. 

3 Barring password 

The 4-digit barring password is required when using the Call barring service. 
You can obtain the password from your service provider.

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1. Getting started

1.1 Installing the SIM Card and the Battery 
Keep all miniature SIM cards out of the reach of small children.

The SIM card and its contacts can easily be damaged by scratches or bending, 
so be careful when handling, inserting or removing the card.

Before installing the SIM card, always make sure that the phone is switched 
off and disconnected from any enhancement and then remove the battery.

To remove the back cover of the 
phone: With the back of the phone 
facing you, push the back cover 
release button. 

The SIM card and its contents can be 
easily damaged by scratches or in 
case it is bent. So, be careful when 
slide the back cover to remove it from 
the phone.

Remove the battery by lifting it as 
shown.

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Insert the SIM card into the SIM card 
holder. Make sure that the SIM card is 
properly inserted and that the golden 
contact area on the card is facing 
downwards.

To release the SIM card, simply pull it 
out from the holder.

Replace the battery.

Slide the back cover into its place.

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1.2 Charging the battery 
Connect the lead from the charger to 
the mini USB port on the bottom of 
your phone.

Connect the charger to an AC wall 
socket. If the battery is completely flat, 
it may take a few minutes before the 
charging indicator appears on the 
display or before any calls can be 
made.

The charging time depends on the 
charger and the battery used. It takes 
approximately two hours while the 
phone is in idle mode. It requires at 
least 8 hours if the battery is first 
charged. 

You can use the phone while the 
charger is connected.

If included in the package, you can use 
the cradle accessory to keep the 
phone constantly under charge.

1.3 Power on / off the Phone Device

Press the Red key  and hold it for 

5 seconds to switch on the phone 
device. To turn off, follow the same 
step.

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1.4 Installation and use of the CHARGER CRA-
DLE

If included in your package, the cradle accessory can be used to keep the 
phone constantly under charge.

  Cradle charger: front view     Cradle charger: rear view

Plug the power adapter’s mini-USB male connector into the female connector 
on the back of the cradle as shown in the figure below.

When placing the handset into the cradle, slide the phone fully downwards 
until the handset remain firmly blocked (this indicates that the phone connector 
is fully mated inside the cradle, and the “Charging” message is displayed); if 
this is not the case, the phone may not be charged.

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To detach the handset from the cradle, keep the cradle in place with one hand 
and gently pull the handset with the other hand.

Do not tilt or flex the handset when inserting / extracting it from the cradle 
because this could damage the handset’s connector.

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1.6 Camera Lens
Camera lens is on the back of the 
phone device. 

The mirror is useful to take a picture of 
yourself. 

1.7 MMS, WAP and E-mail setup
To use MMS, WAP and E-mail data services, the phone needs to be 
configured with parameters that are specific for each mobile service provider. 

The phone already includes a number of preset configurations related to the 
prevalent mobile operators’ service profiles. To find and select the one 
corresponding to your subscription, look for it through the following sequence:

For MMS:

OK key  (Menu) > OK key  (Messages) > Scroll down key  > OK

1.8 How to select the preferred network
The preferred network setting allows you to select the network, WLAN or 
GSM.

> OK key  (Settings) > Scroll down key  > OK key  (Preferred 

network)

• GSM only - the next call will go via GSM. Call will not be dialed out if GSM 
network is not available. 

• WLAN only - the next call will go via WLAN. Call will not be dialed out if 
WLAN network is not available.

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• GSM preferred - the next outgoing call will go via GSM network unless 
you manually select call via WLAN for the call.

• WLAN preferred - the next outgoing call will go via WLAN unless you 
manually select call via GSM for the call.

1.9 Keypad basics
This guide uses certain terms for the steps that you are asked to perform:

• “Press” means to press and release a key quickly. For example, “Press 5” 
means press the key on the keypad that is marked with the number 5 and 

the letters “JKL” ( ). 
• Press the numeric key once to enter the first character on a key. Press it 

twice to enter the second character and so on and so forth.
• “Press and hold” means to press and hold a key for 2-3 seconds, then 

release the key. 

• : Soft keys are used to select a menu option. To select an option, 

press the soft key below the menu item on the phone screen. 

• : This 4-way navigation key includes left, right, up and down four 
directions. The 4-way navigation and soft key is also used to move the 
cursor up and down, left and right when writing text, using the calendar, 
and in some game applications. 

•  : Press the Green key to place a call or to answer an incoming call. 

•  : Press the Red key to end a call or press and hold to return to the 

idle screen. 

• When creating messages, press  key to switch between uppercase, 
lowercase, digit, and Zi text (smart entry modes). The sign of different 
mode appears at the top-left corner of the screen to indicate the mode.

• When creating messages, to enter space between characters, press 

. 

• When creating messages, press  key to display the symbol table. 
Use the four-way directions to select the desired symbol and press OK 

key  to insert the symbol into your text.

• To switch the phone from “General” to “Silent” profile and backwards, do 

press and hold the  key.

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• To lock/unlock the phone keyboard, do press and hold the  key.

1.10 Menus
Features of the phone are grouped according to the functions and are 
accessed through the main menus. Each main menu contains submenus, 
which you can make use of and customize your own features. You can access 
these menus and submenus by using the scroll and direction keys. 

1.11 How to Use Scroll and Direction Keys

• At the start screen, press OK key  to enter into the “Menu”. Press the 

scroll and direction key to browse through each submenu. 

• When you arrive at a submenu, press OK key  to enter into the sub-

menu. 

• Press Right soft key  from the submenu level to return to the previous 

menu. Keep pressing Right soft key  to return to the start screen.

1.12 How to input text 
The text input modes can be categorized into alphabetical mode and 
numerical mode. Alphabetical modes are used to input characters and 
numerical mode is used to input numbers. There are two ways to input 
characters: traditional multi-tap method and predictive input (Zi). 

You can change the key-in method by pressing the  key:

 Manual all uppercase text entry

 Manual all lowercase text entry

 Numeric text entry

 Predictive input all uppercase text entry

 Predictive input all lowercase text entry

 Predictive input text entry starting with an uppercase character

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The text editor can be classified according to the purpose and input mode:

• Message editor
- Full screen with background picture.
- With input method indicator.
- A small area for displaying scroll bar is reserved beyond the editor 

area at the right of screen.
- Show scroll bar if input content length is over one page.
- Examples: write SMS, E-Mail letter, and MMS.

• Non-scroll editor
- Full screen with background picture.
- With input method indicator.
- No space is reserved for scroll bar; the whole window body is reserved 

for editor.
- The input content is not allowed to overstep one page.
- Examples: input filename, input mobile phone number in phonebook. 

VoIP settings.

• Hidden input editor (password)
- Not full screen, normally within one page; the size of rectangle 

depends on the expected length of input.
- The input is hidden.
- Example: PIN/PIN 2 code, PUK/PUK 2 code.

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1.14 Popup windows 
It uses the pop-up notes to inform the user the current activities of the phone, 
network, or mobile service without requiring any user action, with exception of 
a user response note. Notes typically disappear automatically after 2 seconds 
timeout period, with the exception of waiting, progressing and confirmation 
notes.

There are several types of popup window:

• Error Notes:
Inform the user something is wrong.

• Waiting Notes:
Inform the user to wait until an operation is completed. User is able to 

cancel the operation by pressing Red key . The waiting note should 

be displayed if the processing time is more than 2 seconds.
• Warning Notes:

Inform the user about an error event, or a situation that may cause harm 
to the user, for example, “Call failed”, “Battery low”.

• Information Notes:
Inform the user about the state of the phone, network, or application, e.g., 
“Call timer: x”, “Call cost: x”.

• Confirmation Notes:
Notify the user of successful actions if there is no other indication about 
the accomplished operation, e.g., “Keypad is unlocked”.

• Permanent Notes:
They cannot be interrupted by the user with key presses. They stay on the 
display until dismissed by the phone, e.g., “Invalid card”.

• Confirm Queries:
A Confirm Query is used when the UI requires the user’s confirmation for 
proceeding with an operation. It forces the user to choose between 
accepting and declining an operation.

• Progressing:
The progress control shows the user about the progress of the operation, 
it provides an option for the user to interrupt the operation. It can be used 
for provisioning and downloading.
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2. Overview

2.1 Idle Mode
When the phone is ready for use, and you have not keyed in anything, the 
phone is in idle mode. 
The following items appear on the idle screen of the mobile phone during the 
idle mode. Status icons include:

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2.2 Signal bar 
Signal bar indicates the strength of the received signals. It is represented with 
6 levels. (GSM/WLAN) GSM at left side, WLAN at right side. At the bottom of 

each signal bar, an icon marked with either  or  indicates the current 

active network. The active network is the network which the next outgoing call 
will go through. It also means that the phone will smartly decide which network 
should be “active” depending on the strength of the signal and the preference 
of the network set by the user. 

WLAN active  GSM active

2.3 Mobile operator name and WLAN network 
name 

Operator and WLAN network name will both display in the idle mode when 
user selects GSM preferred or WLAN preferred in Settings/Preferred network. 

In WLAN preferred mode, the WLAN network name will be shown above the 
GSM operator name. The “active” network will be shown in boldface.

In GSM preferred mode, the GSM operator name will be shown above the 
WLAN network name. The “active” network will be shown in boldface.
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In WLAN only or GSM only mode, there will be only one signal bar displayed, 
mapping its corresponding WLAN name or GSM operator name.

2.4 Soft notifications 
In WLAN only or GSM only mode, there will be only one signal bar displayed, 
mapping its corresponding WLAN name or GSM operator name.

Missed calls  Messages received
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2.5 Active profile 
The selected profile, General, Silent, Meeting, Outdoor, User1, User2 is shown 
in the middle of phone display.

2.6 Time & Date
It shows the current time, date and the weekday.

2.7 Soft keys

The Left soft key  in idle mode is a shortcut to Camera.

Press OK key  to take a picture. Press Left soft key  (Options) to 

enter Options page, and set the Effect, Size, Quality, Self timer, Shutter sound 
of the picture in this page.

OK key  in idle mode is the shortcut key to enter Menu.

The Right soft key  in idle mode is Names to access Contacts.

2.8 Wallpaper
It is possible to select different wallpaper from Settings/Display/Wallpaper and 
also to select images or pictures from the Gallery to set them as a wallpaper. 

2.9 Power Saving
For power saving, the screen is turned off when no function of the phone has 
been used for a certain period of time. You can set the backlight off time in 
Settings/Display/Backlight timer.
Press any key to turn the screen back on.
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3. Call Functions
This chapter explores how to make a call, how to answer/reject a call, and the 
functions available during a call. 

3.1 Making A Call
To make a phone call, key in the phone number, including the area code and 

press Green key  to call the number. If you key in an incorrect character, 

press Right soft key  (Delete) to delete it.

For international calls, press the international access code (it varies according 
to the service provider) and then key in the country code, the area code without 
the leading 0, if necessary, and the phone number, and then press Green key 

 to call the number.

Press Red key  to end a call or to cancel the call attempt.

You can always use the Left soft key  (Options) to select the network for 

the outgoing call if both GSM and WLAN network are available and you wish 
to use the network other than the preferred one.

• In the following case, WLAN mode is active, the next outgoing call will be 
out via WLAN.

• Digit number entry. Press Green key .
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• You can press Left soft key  (Options) to select “Call via GSM” to 

route the outgoing call to GSM network.

     Digit number    Select “Options” Outgoing call

3.1.1 Making A Call Using the Contacts
To search for a name/phone number that you have saved in Contacts, press 

Right soft key  (Names) to quick access the phonebook and select the 

one you want to call, and press Green key  to call the number using the 

active network, or select Left soft key  (Options) to select the network to 

use if both GSM and WLAN are available. See Contact chapter for more 
information. 

3.1.2 Last Number Redialing

In idle mode, press Green key  once to access the list of numbers you last 

called or attempted to call. Scroll to the number or name you want, and press 

Green key  to call the number.

3.1.3 Calling Your Voice Mailbox

In idle mode, long press keypad  to call the voice mailbox. If the phone 

asks to set voice mail, please key in the voice mail box number provided by 

service provider and press OK key .
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3.2 Speed Dialing 

Before you can use speed dialing, assign a phone number, from  to 

, to one of the speed-dialing keys (see chapter 7.2 “Speed dial”). Call 

the number in either of the following ways:  is reserved for voice mail, 

while  to  can be set up for speed dialing.
If Speed dialing is set to on, press and hold a speed-dialing key until the call 
is started. 

3.2.1 Navigation Key

By default, the Shift left key  is the shortcut to SMS message writing. Press 

it and you are directly led to the text writing screen under Message >SMS> 
Write Message.

The Shift right key  is the shortcut for connecting to WLAN-AP.

The Scroll down key  is the shortcut for the phone book access. Press the 

key to directly search for the contact person you want. 

Press Scroll up key  is the shortcut for WAP service directly. 

For more information on how to set up the speed dial function, see Contacts > 
Speed Dial.

3.3 Answering or rejecting an incoming call

Press Green key  or OK key  to answer an incoming call, and press 

Red key  to end the call.

Press Red key  to reject an incoming call.

If a compatible headset supplied with the headset key is connected to the 
phone, you can answer and end a call by pressing the key.
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There are two cases in call connected, single call connected and multi call 
connected.

3.3.1 Single call connected mode
a) Single in GSM, GSM active and GSM currently connected
b) Single in GSM, WLAN active and GSM currently connected
c) Single in WLAN, WLAN active

In the single connected mode, there are 4 elements in the main zone, including 
signal bar, call state icon, name / number of the remote side, and call timer.

In the single call connected mode, you can press Left soft key  (Options) 

to hold or mute the call: by holding the call, the two remote sides can’t hear 
each other (middle picture above); by muting the call, you can hear the remote 
side while the remote side can’t hear you.
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3.3.2 Multi call connected mode
During a call, the user can accept another incoming call or make another 
outgoing call. In this case, the screen will be in multi-connected mode. As in 
the following example, with one call active, and the other on hold, the user can 
also combine two GSM calls into one conference call, as shown in later 
section.

A connected call can accept any incoming calls; the user can also make a new 
call in connected mode. Dual mode phone would automatically make 2 calls 
into multi-connected mode, one call is on line, another on hold, unless user 
makes two GSM calls into one conference call.

a) Two GSM calls in multi mode

2. User can also privatize any call from either call in a conference, by 

selecting “Private Calls”:

Information:
1. If the loud speaker is already turned on, and a new incoming call is 

accepted, the phone would still keep loud speaker on.
2. The newly accepted call will be the activated one and the first call will be 

put on hold.
3. If a third incoming call is accepted, the third call will make the active call 

hang on in multi-call. On hold call will be still on hold. The current “active 
call” will be terminated, the call on hold will still be on hold and the third 
incoming call will be the active call.

4. The active call will be terminated if the user presses the “End key”. 
Pressing ”End key” in multi-call, the active call will be hung on. 

5. If the user wants to swap the “active” and the “on hold” calls, the user can 
simply press “Send key”, or select the swap item in Options. Within 2 calls, 
only press “Send key” to swap them, or select swap item in options lists. 

6. In muted mode, the user still can do call control, like swap or hold.
7. In call connected mode, if user presses “end all calls”, Dual Mode phone 

will notify the user of the call time of the last call, then it will go back to Idle 
mode.

3.4 Call waiting

During a call, press Green key  to answer the waiting call. The first call is 

put on hold. Press Green key  to swap the active/on-hold calls. Press Red 

key  to end the active call.

To activate the Call waiting function, see Settings > Network service > Call 
waiting

3.5 Multi Calls

During a call, press Green key  to answer the waiting call. The first call is 

put on hold. Press Green key  to swap the active/on-hold calls. Press Red 

key  to end the active call.
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4. Menu Functions
The phone offers you an extensive range of functions, which are grouped into 
menus. Before you get into each of the functions of the menu, we will first 
describe how to access each menu function. 

4.1 Accessing A Menu Function
You can access a menu function by either scrolling the navigation direction 
key, or pressing a key that has been setup as a shortcut. 

4.1.1 By Navigating the Direction Key

• To access the menu, press OK key  that represents the Menu.

• Scroll through the menu and select, for example, Messages by pressing 

OK key . 

•  If the menu contains submenus, scroll to the one that you want, for exam-

ple SMS, and press OK key .

• If the selected submenu contains further submenus, repeat step 3. Select 
the next submenu, for example Write message.

• Select the setting of your choice.

• Press Right soft key  (Back) to return to the previous menu level.

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5. Messages
You can read, write, send and save text, multimedia, SMS, MMS and e-mail 
messages. All messages are organized into folders. Before sending a 
message, you need to perform some message settings.

There are five sub-menus under the Message menu: SMS, MMS, E-mail, 
Voice mail and Cell broadcast. 

To select the language for reading and writing messages, go to Settings > 
Language, and select the language you want to use. For details, see chapter 
Settings. 

5.1 SMS
You can send and receive SMS messages, which consist of text messages.
The SMS function uses shared memory, thus reducing available memory for 
any other features that is memory consuming.
There are seven sub-menus under the SMS menu: Inbox, Write message, 
Draft, Sent, Templates, Settings and Memory status.

5.1.1 Inbox 
All the incoming messages are stored in Inbox folder with detailed date, time 

and sender of each message shown. You can use Left soft key  

(Options) to reply, call (via GSM or WLAN) and delete the selected message 
or delete all messages in the Inbox.
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5.1.2 Writing and Sending Messages
The message text area can store 160 characters. To write a message, follow 
the steps below:

a) Press OK key  to access Menu > Messages > SMS and scroll to 

Write message.

b) Key in a message. You can change the key-in method (options from ABC, 
Zitext, 123) key #, and you can also input the symbols by pressing the star 

key  when writing message. The keypad of digit 0  stands for 
space bar while keying in message. 

c) You can press Left soft key  to elaborate the message. There are four 

options: Group send, Save, Insert template and Cancel. 
- Group send refers to the receivers’ names you are about to key in, or 

the ones you’ve set up previously. You can also select the list from 
your phonebook for the message you are currently keying in. Press 

OK key  to enter new names, or to search names from phone-

book. 
- Save refers to save the text you just keyed in and keep it in the Draft 

until next time you send it out.
- Insert template means insert the text you created before to save time. 

This applies to certain general information, which can be reused and 

suits many different occasions. Press OK key  to enter and scroll 

up and down to select the proper template. Press Left soft key  to 

enter new template, edit existing templates, or delete templates. Press 

OK key  to save the changes. 

- Exit editor means exit the message you just wrote. By using this func-
tion, the message will not be saved as draft.

Information:
To start writing messages quickly, press Shift left key  in idle mode.
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5.1.3 Draft
Draft is the place where the messages in process are kept. Message is put in 
the Draft when you saved the text you just keyed in. The message is kept In 
the Draft until it is sent out.

5.1.4  Sent
Outbox is the place where the messages sent out are saved. The time the 
message was sent out and the receiver information are shown. 

5.1.5 Templates
This function allows you to manage template texts to save time on massive or 
iterative SMS sendings.

5.1.6 Settings
By means of this menu item it is possible to set up Service Center 
phone number, to check the status of the messages, to decide to save 
the messages into the phone memory or into the SIM card and the 
message Reply path (setting up which ISP is used to send message: 
On means you want to use the caller’s ISP, while Off means you will 
use your own network to send out message). 
The menu items under Settings menu are Service center, Validity period, 
Status report, Long message, SMS storage, and Reply path. Scroll up and 
down by pressing the navigation key and press OK key  to enter 
the option you are after. 

Information:
When sending messages via the SMS network service, your phone 
may display the words Message sent. This is an indication that the 
message has been sent by your phone to the message center number 
programmed into your phone. This is not an indication that the 
message has been received at the intended destination. For more 
details about SMS services, check with your service provider.
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5.1.7 Memory Status 
This function shows memory usage in SIM and phone memory.

5.2 MMS

A multimedia message can contain text, sound and a picture or a video clip. 
The phone supports multimedia messages that are up to 100 kB in size. If the 
maximum size is exceeded, the phone may not be able to receive the MMS 
message. Depending on the network, you may receive a text message that 
includes an Internet address where you can view the multimedia message.

If the message contains a picture, the phone scales it down to fit the display 
area.

Dual Mode telephone supports the following formats: JPEG, GIF, WBMP, 
BMP, MIDI, WAV and AMR.

The phone does not necessarily support all variations of the before 
mentioned file formats. If a received message contains any unsup-
ported elements, they may be replaced with the file name and the text 
Object format not supported.

Information:
This function can be used only if it is supported by your network 
operator or service provider. Only phones that offer compatible 
multimedia message features can receive and display multimedia 
messages.

Information:
It is not possible to receive any MMS if a call is in progress, if a game or another 
Java application is running, or if a browsing session over GSM is active. As 
delivery of multimedia messages can fail for several reasons, do not rely upon 
them for essential communications.
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The function provided by the MMS feature include: Inbox, Write mes-
sage, Outbox, Sent items, Draft, MMS settings and Memory status.

After you select the MMS menu, the system will check first whether the set-
tings for GPRS are complete. If not, system will pop up a window to notify an 
unproper configuration.

5.2.1 Inbox
There are “Read” and “Unread” MMS in the “Inbox”. The unread MMSs have 
higher priority than read MMSs. The ordering sequence of unread MMS is that 
the latter have higher priority. Once an unread MMS is retrieved, it will be put 
as the first one in read MMS.

5.2.2 Write Message

Press OK key  to start creating multimedia message. The Left soft key 

 (Options) allows you to create a message. The option includes Insert, 

Delete, Subject, Message details, Preview, Slide list, Slide timing, Message 
type, Save and Exit editor. 

- Insert allows you to include picture (from camera or gallery) or sound 
(from gallery) or Business card or Calendar note or Slide into the mes-
sage you are editing.

- Delete allows you to remove the picture or sound or Business card or Cal-
endar note or Slide from the message you are editing.

- Subject is the title of the message. Enter the subject and press OK key 

 to save it.

- Message details allows you to get details on selected MMS.
- Preview allows you to see how the MMS is edited and you can check 

page by slide or a specific slide.
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- Slide list refers to adding/deleting slide to the message, go to which slide 
of the message (if it contains more than one slide). 

- Slide timing To edit slide timing.
- Message type defines the nature of the message. There are four types: 

Personal, Advertisement, Informational and Automatic. 
- Save is to save the messages and pages you edited. 

5.2.3 Outbox
Outbox records the messages you sent out. The time the message was sent 
out and the receiver information are shown.
All MMSs placed in Outbox will be sent out by the system automatically.

The MMSs in the Outbox can be in the following states.

a) After User finishes editing and press OK key  (Send), the system will 

put the MMS in the Outbox and send it out in the background.
b) When an MMS is successfully sent, system will pop up a window to notify 

User with ”1 MMS message has been sent”, the mail will then be removed 
from Outbox to Sent items, indicating such email has been sent out.

c) MMS being transmitted out cannot be edited in the Outbox. 
d) When MMS cannot be sent out due to setting of GPRS not complete, 

system will pop up a window to notify User that GPRS are not complete. 
MMS will be put in Outbox if GPRS setting is not complete. 

e) There are three retry in the Outbox. If an MMS is not sent out after three 
retries, system will notify User with a pop-up window, and such MMS will 
be marked w/ an Icon, until User enters Outbox to take actions.

The ordering sequence in Outbox is that the earliest going out will appear as 
the first.

5.2.4 Sent items 
MMS being sent successfully will be moved to Sent items if “Save sent 
messages” setting is enabled. The latest sent MMSs will appear as the first 
ones.

5.2.5 Draft
The MMS you have worked on, but yet to finished, is stored in Draft. You can 
create drafts for several occasions for future MMS editing. The MMS saved 
last is on the first line of the Draft menu.

5.2.6 MMS settings
MMS settings is used to set up several delivery relevant settings: Connection 
settings, Read reports, Delivery report, Save sent messages, Sender visibility, 
Expiry time, Automatic download, Filter, and SMIL layout. 

- Connection settings gives you options for delivering the MMS. It provides 
two options: Active settings, where you can enable the active setting in 
the list and Edit act. settings (see 5.2.6.1).

- Read reports provides you the information when receivers receive your 
messages. Turn on Send report to agree the system to send the “Read 
report” to the sender whenever the sender requests. A pop-up message 
will show up to confirm sending “Read reports” even if this setting is set to 
“On”. Turn on Request report to request receivers to send a “Read report” 
back. 

- If Delivery reports is on, you will receive a delivery report once the MMS is 
sent. 

- Turn on the Save Sent messages feature and your phone will automati-
cally save the MMS you just sent to Sent items.

- If you select Hide in Sender visibility feature, the receiver of your MMS will 
not know who sent the MMS from. 

- Expiry time allows you five sets of effectiveness time frames of the MMS 
you wish to send. If it surpasses the selected time frame, the MMS will be 
disabled and it will not be sent out. The options are 1 Hour, 12 Hours, 24 
Hours, 1 Week and Maximum. 
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- If the Automatic download feature is turned on, your phone will download 
automatically any MMS received. If Home only is chosen, the phone will 
download any MMS received only while you are in the home network, no 
download while roaming.

- Filter will bar the MMS that you do not want to receive from being sent to 
you. You can choose to deny Advertisement MMS or Anonymous MMS. 

- SMIL layout allows you to decide whether you want the image you 
included in the MMS to be located on Top or Bottom of the text.

5.2.6.1 Edit active settings
Through this menu you can set a new service profile based on parameters 
provided by your service provider:

Profile name: can be set as desired (it is suggested you use the service 
provider’s name)
Homepage: this is the default MMS homepage specified by your provider 
(e.g. ‘http://mms.vodafone.it/servlets/mms’)
Connection type: this is specified by your provider (typically ‘Proxy‘)
Proxy address: this is the proxy IP address for WAP service (e.g. 
‘10.128.201.076 ‘)
Data bearer: set GPRS if only GSM network is available, choose WLAN 
only if under WLAN coverage: this will allow highest connectivity speed.
Bearer settings

Access point: this is the service access node (e.g. ‘wap.vodafone.it)
Authentication type (e.g. ‘ Normal ‘)
Username: (normally empty, unless provided by the service provider)
Password: (normally empty, unless provided by the service provider)

5.2.7 Memory Status
The memory status of Inbox, Outbox, Draft, Sent and Available size items are 
shown here. You can delete used or undesired MMS to store newer ones. 
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5.3 E-mail 

The Dual Mode phone supports E-mail function via GPRS and WLAN. By set-
ting your Dual Mode phone, you can send E-mail to your E-mail account into 
Internet even if you are not in your home or office. You can edit, send and 
read E-mail by using your Dual Mode phone, and can also use PC to save or 
delete your E-mail, the Dual Mode phone supports POP3 and IMAP4 E-Mail 
Server.
Before sending and downloading an E-Mail, you need first do the followed 
operation:

Apply for a new E-mail account or use your existing e-mail account (Please 
consult with your E-mail service provider).

5.3.1 Create e-mail
You can first edit e-mail and then connect the E-Mail server or vice-versa. Do 
follow these steps:

1. OK key  (two times) (Messages) > Scroll down key  (two times) 

(E-mail) > OK key  (Create e-mail)

2. Input the recipient mail address and subject, and input Cc and Bcc mail 
address if want to send the mail to others.

3. Press Left soft key  (Options) to input the mail content, add new 

recipient, add Cc and Bcc.

4. After message editing, press OK key  (Menu) to choose to send it 

now or later.

5.3.2 Retrieve
You can download the e-mail from server manually or automatically by setting 
the polling intervals. If “leave copy on” is set, the mail will be kept in the server 
after download; otherwise, it will be deleted from the server after download.

Information:
This function can be used only if it is supported by your network operator or 
service provider. Only phones that offer compatible E-Mail feature can the 
phone send or receive the e-mail normally.
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5.3.3 Disconnect
You can always disconnect when downloading or sending e-mail by using this 
function.

5.3.4 Inbox
When you have downloaded e-mails from your mail account, the e-mails will 
be saved in Inbox. Enter Inbox to manage the e-mails.

5.3.5 Other folders
Other folders include Draft, Archive, Outbox and Sent items. All of the 4 
folders’ maximum storage is 20.

- Draft saved the e-mail that was not sent out successfully
- Archive arranges and stores the e-mail
- Outbox stored the e-mail that was not sent out at present
- Sent items memorize the e-mail that was sent out already.

5.3.6 Memory status

It shows the memory status of the 4 folders. Always check the memory status 
after sending or downloading an e-mail to be aware of the memory use of each 
used folder.

5.3.7 Settings

 It provides two options: Active settings, where you can enable the active 
setting in the list and Edit act. settings (see 5.3.7.1).

5.3.7.1 Configuring a new E-mail account
Selecting Edit act. settings menu you can set a new service account based on 
the parameters provided by your service provider:

Profile name: can be set as desired 
E-mail address: input here the e-mail address (e.g. Mark@yahoo.com)
My name: Input the name before @, e.g. Mark
Out SMTP server: the SMTP server address for outgoing mail; (e.g. 
smtp.yahoo.com)
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In POP3 server: the POP3 server address for incoming mail; (e.g. 
POP3.yahoo.com)
POP3 user name: typically coincides with the e-mail address or with 
the user part of the address
POP3 password: input the password for mail access (appears as 
‘******’)
Leave copy: <on> leaves a copy of the downloaded mails on the 
server for successive access (e.g. from a PC); <off> disables this 
option. Warning: all mails downloaded to the phone will only be 
readable via the phone menu. 
Polling interval: ‘manual’ enables the manual retrieve of mails

‘30 minutes’ (automatic retrieve every 30 min)
‘60 minutes’ (automatic retrieve every 60 min)
‘2 hours’ (automatic retrieve every 2 hours)

5.4 Voice Mail 
Your service provider will provide you with a voice mailbox if you subscribe to 
this specific service. When a voice message is received, your phone will notify 
you by beeping, displaying a message on the idle screen, or both. 

5.4.1 Dial Voice Mail GSM
Your service provider may have already saved your voice mailbox number to 
your phone and notified you when you first subscribed. If so, dial the assigned 
number to listen to the voice message GSM in idle mode. Or select Menu > 

Message > Voice mail > Dial voice mail GSM and press OK key  to check. 

5.4.2 Set Voice Mail GSM

Default short cut for accessing the voice mail GSM is long press on . 

After entering into this function, dial the number that your service provider set 
for voice mail to listen the voice mail. If you do not save the number, you will 
have to redial it every time the phone is switched on.

5.4.3 Dial Voice Mail VoIP
Your service provider may have already saved your voice mailbox number to 
your phone and notified you when you first subscribed. If so, dial the assigned 
number to listen to the voice message VoIP in idle mode. Or select Menu > 

Message > voice Mail > Dial voice vail VoIP and press OK key  to check. 

Warning:
the E-mail may contain virus or other elements that will be harmful to your PC 
or cellular phone, if you do not certain the sender’s identity, please do not open 
the accessories. 
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5.4.4 Set Voice Mail GSM VoIP

Default short cut for accessing the voice mail VoIP is long press on . 

After entering into this function, dial the number that your service provider set 
for voice mail to listen the voice mail. If you do not save the number, you will 
have to redial it every time the phone is switched on.

5.5 Cell broadcast
Your mobile phone uses this function for sending information to customers in 
this section. The information is classified according to type. Due to this reason 
data are transmitted through various channels. If the cell broadcast feature is 
activated this telephone can be used to receive these types of messages.

5.5.1 Receiving settings
By scrolling either up to down you can choose whether or not to activate Cell 

broadcast (On/Off); press the OK key  to activate a function. 

5.5.2 Read broadcast
Messages that have been received can be saved. 

5.5.3 Add channel

Enter the new ID channel that you wish to add. Press the OK key  to save 

the new entry. 

5.5.4 Channel list
All of the channels that you have viewed and memorized are listed. Press the 

OK key  to view the available channels and press the OK key  to 

eliminate the channels you no longer need. 
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6. Call History
The phone stores the phone numbers of missed, received and dialed calls, 
and the length of your calls.

The phone stores missed and received calls only if the network supports these 
functionality, if the phone is switched on and if it is within the network’s service 
area.

To access to Call history  press OK key  (Menu) > Shift right key  

(once) > OK key  (Call history).

This menu allows you to access to Missed calls, Received calls, Dialed calls, 
Delete all calls or Call timers.

6.1 Missed Calls
By means of  Missed calls  item i is possible to view the last 20 missed calls. 
The caller name and time of all the missed calls are shown here. The number 
at the end of the phone number indicates the amount of call attempts from that 
caller.

6.2 Received Calls
By means of  Received calls  item it is possible to view the list of the last 20 
phone numbers from which you received, and answered to, a call.

6.3 Dialed Calls
This feature allows you to view the list of the 20 phone numbers that you  most 
recently called or attempted to call. Select Dialed calls item to view the list.

Information:
When a note about missed calls is displayed, press OK key  to access the 

list of missed call phone numbers. Scroll to the number you would like to call 

back and press  to call. 
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6.4 Delete all calls 
By selecting Delete all calls it is possible to delete the call list between Missed 
calls,  Received calls, Dialed calls or Delete all lists.

6.5 Call timers
Select Call timers to check the time of Last call , All incoming calls and All 

Outgoing calls. You may delete the call timer record by pressing OK key .

Information:
In idle mode, press OK key  once to access the list of dialed numbers. 

Scroll to the number or name you want, and press to call the number.
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7. Contacts 
You can save names and phone numbers in the phone’s memory and in the 
SIM card’s memory. Contacts use shared memory.

The phone’s memory may save up to 500 names with numbers and text notes 
about each name. You can also save an image (photos or downloaded image) 
for all the contacts. The number of names that can be saved depends on the 
length of the names, and the number and length of the phone numbers and 
text items.

The phone supports SIM cards that can save up to 100 (up to 250 names for 
some network operators’ SIM card) names and phone numbers. Names and 
numbers saved in the SIM card’s memory.

There are 6 sub-menus under Contacts: Search, Add new, Group settings, 
Speed dial, Memory status and My number. 

7.1 Search

Press Ok key  (Menu) and select Contacts and Search, or, to quickly find 

a contact name, press Right soft key  in idle mode.

To search for a contact number, press OK key  to decide if you want to 

search by name or by position. Upon this choice, key in the first characters of 
the name you are searching for in the pop-up window.

Press the Scroll up key  / Scroll down key   to scroll through the 

names in the list, and Shift left key  /Shift right key  to move the cursor 

in the pop-up window.

Scroll to the contact name you want, and press Left soft key  (Options) to 

choose between available options. These options include sending a message, 
editing the selected contact’s information, calling the contact, copying the 
contact’s information to the phone, deleting its information, setting up a 
specific ring tone for the contact and selecting a photo for it. 
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Scroll to the option you want and press OK key  to select.

7.2 Add new
When you have to add a new contact, you must choose if you want to save it 
to SIM card or to phone memory before entering contact’s information. 

Press OK key  (Menu) > Shift right key  (two times) > OK key  

(Contacts) > Scroll down key   once > OK key .

Select Save to SIM or Save to phone, and press OK key  to enter the 

name and the number. While by choosing Save to phone you can record the 
contact’s name, mobile phone number, home number, office number, IP phone 
number, e-mail address and home address, by choosing Save to SIM you can 
only record contact’s name and mobile phone number.

Press OK key  to key in the information and then press OK key  again 

to save the change.

7.3 Group settings
You can group the contacts into groups and give each group a different name. 

Press OK key  (Menu) > Shift right key  (two times) > OK key  

(Contacts) > Scroll down key   twice > OK key .

There is no group created in your phone by default, so press OK key  

(Add) to name a group and press OK key  to save it. Press OK key  

(Edit) to set a melody and SMS tone for this group.
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Once you named the group, you can start picking up group members from the 
contacts.

a) Press OK key  (Edit) to enter into the group and scroll down to 

“Member” and press OK key  (Change).

b) Press OK key  (Add) to select the members for this group from your 

phone book. 

c) Repeat this move until you finish selecting. Press OK key  to save 

and Right soft key  to back to the previous level. 

Once the group is set, you can press Left soft key  (Options) to add new 

entry or clear the whole group.

7.4 Speed dial

Press OK key  (Menu) > Shift right key  (two times) > OK key  

(Contacts) > Scroll down key   three times > OK key . 

Keyboard soft keys from 2 to 9 are reserved for speed dial. 

Upon keyboard soft key selection, do press OK key  (Edit) to select the 

contact you want to set up as speed dial member from the phone book. 

7.5 Memory status
It shows how many contacts are saved to the phone and to the SIM card, thus 
reminding the left available memory both on phone and on SIM card.
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7.6 My number
This menu item show the GSM and VoIP numbers for reference purposes.

8. WLAN 
The Dual mode phone has been pre-configured to work with any open wireless 
network. The phone will obtain an IP address automatically once it recognizes 
and connects to the WLAN network. 

Any modifications made to the internal configuration of this device, not 
expressly approved by your service provider will void the warranty of this 
device.

Press Ok key  (Menu) > Scroll down key  (one time) (WLAN) > OK 

key .

The WLAN settings interface allows you to check WLAN network status, and 
set profiles. It includes five functions, WLAN status, WLAN settings, SIP 
status, SIP settings, NAT settings and WMM power saving. 

8.1 WLAN status
By means of this menu it is possible to know which WLAN network settings are 
currently stored and working. 
In detail, the following information is available: Phone MAC (MAC address of 
Dual Mode telephone), SSID: (connected WLAN names: WLAN Modem, 
Access-Point), Authentication type: (used protection: WEP, WPA, WPA2 or 
none), BSSID: (MAC Address of connected WLAN Modem), Channel: 
(channel used. Available values 1-13 depending on the WLAN Modem), 
Signal strength, Phone IP , Subnet mask, Gateway, DHCP server , Pri. DNS 
server, Sec. DNS server, WMM status and WMM power save status.

Example 1: the left bar above the G-symbol displays the GSM network’s 
strength. To make the network usable, there should be at least three bars 
displayed on the screen. 
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In the middle, it is shown the corresponding network supplier name. 

Example 2: the right bar above the W-symbol displays the WLAN AP/Router 
signal strength. To make the network usable, there should be at least 3 bars 
displayed.

Only when W-symbol on the right side is displayed, the phone will be 
registered to the WLAN network.

Information:
If there is no links/access from the fitted and suitable profile, all the wireless 
information in the phone will be recognized as “Not Available”.
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8.2 WLAN settings
To use the Dual mode phone, you can use different WLAN profiles. To setup 
the profile with a security rule, the corresponding WLAN-AP (Access Point) 
information should be known. So doing, when you are in a WLAN area for 
which you already create a profile, by selecting it, the phone will register to the 
WLAN-AP automatically.

8.2.1 Select WLAN Profile 
Before you set the access to WLAN network, select a profile, and check if the 
profile is set and active. 
A WLAN network can be added either when the network is detected (the 
Network Indicator icon is showing in the idle screen) or manually by entering 
WLAN-AP information.

1. Press OK key  (Menu) > Scroll down key  (WLAN) > OK key 

 > Scroll down key  (WLAN settings)

2. Press OK key  (Active settings) to select a profile between:

- Home: when you set a WLAN in house, use this profile and save the 
Home WLAN info.

- Office: when you set a WLAN in office, use this profile and save the 
Office-WLAN info.

- Hotspot: Set the WLAN in the Hotspot when you have the operator of the 
Hotspot.

- Profile 4 or 5: you can define 2 more profile.
- All profiles: to set a generic profile.

You can change the profile title/name. Read the Chapter WLAN Profile 
Rename.

Information:
Use All profiles only when you want your phone to select the profile 
automatically. When you want to set one profile for one WLAN-AP, do not 
select it.
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8.2.2 WLAN Access Setup 
You can set up the access to WLAN via any broadband access device (DSL, 
Cable or company LAN) as long as the network is reliable.

- SSID: (Service Set Identifier) the name of the network, it is expressed by 
the alphanumeric characters.

a) Set SSID by site survey
1. Press Menu > WLAN > WLAN settings > Edit act. settings > SSID & 

security > SSID > Site survey. The display shows a list of all APs which 
are found nearby with good signal strength. 

2. Select the AP’s SSID

b) Set SSID manually
1. Press Menu > WLAN > WLAN settings > Edit act. settings > SSID & 

security > SSID > Manual. Input SSID in the SSID edit window. 

- Security Setting: for WLAN security and encryption setting
a) Set security
1. Press Menu > WLAN > WLAN settings > Edit act. settings > SSID & 

security > SSID > Security. The display shows the security items to be 
set. 

- Open:= It sets no encryption. 
- WEP:= WEP encryption, for WEP key settings. The key must be 

entered in hexadecimal or ASCII format: A-F and 0-9. On the right top 
corner, a counter decrements and reaches zero as all characters have 
been entered.

Information:
Activate the WLAN network only when it has searched AP/Routers in the 
wireless area. This would save battery power.
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- WPA-PSK TKIP= WPA key setting
- WPA2-PSK AES=.WPA2 key setting

2. Select WEP key 1/2/3/4, depth of the encryption, and input the key 
until it is done. 

3. Select WPA or WPA2 key for input.

4. Press Red key  to end the WLAN settings. If all inputs are 

completed, you will see the display of WLAN signal strength and “VoIP 
unregistered” in the idle mode.

- EAP-TLS: press OK key  . TheCertificates list and Encryption 

options are displayed. 
Under Certificates list you can select the target certificate.
Under Encryption you can activate WEP or WPA-TKIP or WPA2-AES 
encryption.

- Scan Period: press OK key . In the input area type the number of 

the scans. You can delete the scans number  by pressing the Right 

soft key . Select save to apply the value entered.

- IP settings: IP address of the phone. To assign a static IP address turn 
the DHCP off
- You can choose the Automatic option to let the phone receive 

addressing from the WLAN-AP, or choose the Manual to set the IP 
address by hand or choose the DHCP options.
Please refer to your Service Provider for further information.
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Press Menu > WLAN > WLAN settings > Edit act. settings > IP settings > 
Manual 

It will display the setting of different IP-info.

8.2.3 WLAN profile rename 
You can rename the WLAN Profile. To do it, you must first activate the Profile.
Before renaming a profile, please read the Select WLAN profile chapter.

If you have activated the renamed profile, the new profile name will appear on 
display when in idle mode.

1. Select WLAN status > WLAN settings > Edit act. settings > Rename   
2. Press OK key 
3. In the input area type the new profile name. You can delete the profile 

name by pressing the Right soft key .

4. Once upon the new name has been inserted , press the OK key .

Information:
When completing the settings, a bar above the W-Symbol will be displayed. If 
not, check that your broadband connection is active and repeat the previous 
steps.

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8.3 SIP status

SIP status shows the SIP registry information. To access it, press OK key  

(Menu) > Scroll down key  (WLAN) > OK key  > Scroll down key  

(SIP status) two times.
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8.4 SIP settings
SIP is a VoIP signaling protocol and is used for setting up communications 
sessions such as conferencing, telephony, and instant messaging on the 
Internet. 

Press OK key  (Menu) > Scroll down key  (WLAN) > OK key  > 

Scroll down key  (SIP settings) three times.

To make the phone ready for VoIP call, you will need the following information 
from your service provider for your broadband device:  

Username User name used in the 
name field of the SIP 
URI for the IP phone 
and for registering the 
phone at the registrar.

If VoIP is not displayed when all the settings are completed, please repeat the 
above steps.

Also ensure that the router 
is not blocking UDP traffic. You can contact your network administrator or ISP 
for more information.
For additional assistance please refer to your Service Provider’s Help Desk.

8.5 NAT settings 
These settings are relevant to the ability of the phone to traverse the AP’s NAT 
(Network Address Translation function).

Press OK key  (Menu) > Scroll down key  (WLAN) > OK key  > 

Scroll down key  (NAT settings) four times.

8.5.1 RPORT

Select from the main menu with the Scroll up key  / Scroll down key  

/ Shift left key  / Shift right key : 

1. From the idle mode, press OK key  (Menu) > Scroll down key  

(WLAN) > OK key  > Scroll up key  (NAT settings) > OK key 

 (RPORT)

2. Select Enable/Disable 

3. Press Right soft key  to end the RPORT settings.

8.5.2 STUN

1. From idle mode, press the OK key  (Menu) > Scroll down key  

(WLAN) > OK key  > Scroll up key  (NAT settings) > OK key 

 > Scroll down key  > OK key  (STUN) 

2. Enter the Enable, it will display the STUN options menu, select these 
items with the arrow Scroll up key  / Scroll down key .
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8.5.3 WMM power saving

1. From idle mode, press the OK key  (Menu) > Scroll down key  

(WLAN) > OK key  > Scroll up key  (WMM power saving) one 

time.
2. Choose among the Enable or Disable options.
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9. WAP Service
WAP is an open and standard protocol for wireless application. It is mainly 
used to provide digital mobile phone and other wireless terminal devices with 
wireless communication and information service for. 
This phone supports WAP protocol running on TCP/IP protocol. Some 
features of this device, such as multimedia messages and Web browser 
require network support for these technologies.
The device is able to receive service messages sent by your service provider. 
Service messages are notifications of, for example, news headlines and they 
may contain a text message or the address of a WAP service.
The WAP service can be available via GPRS or WLAN.

Press Ok key  (Menu) > Scroll down key  (one time) > Shift right key 

 (one time) (WAP service) > OK key . Through this menu it will be 

possible to access to Homepage, Bookmarks, Download links, Go to address, 
Service inbox and Settings.

9.1 Homepage
You can set Homepage in Settings, e.g. http:// www.yahoo.com. 
By setting the homepage, you can access to the homepage by pressing the 

OK key .

9.2 Bookmarks 
You can have the Bookmarks opened from the main menu or in the options 
menu. Press the arrow Scroll up key  / Scroll down key  in the 
bookmarks to select the site that you want to visit.

You have the Page info, Edit title, Edit address, Delete, Send  and New 
bookmark  functions in the Options menu, accessible by selecting the Left soft 
key  (Options).

9.3 Download links
This menu will allow you to manage some websites as links in a similar way 
as with Bookmarks.
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9.4 Go to address
You can use this menu when you want to use available strings to fasten site 
address typying (http://www., http://wap. or http://).

9.5 Service inbox
Your phone will sometimes receive some service message from the service 
provider, In such a case a tone will notify it and the message  “1 WAP message 
received “ will be displayed: this message will be saved automatically in 
Service inbox.

9.6 Settings
This menu will allow you to define WAP settings, by configuring Profile,  
Service inbox, Image display, Cache and Cookies.

9.7 Configuring a new WAP account
Through this menu you can set a new service Profile based on the parameters 
provided by your service provider.
Selecting Profile -> Edit act. settings you can access the following options:

- Profile name can be set as desired (it is suggested you use the service 
provider’s name).

- Homepage: this is the default WAP homepage specified by your provider 
(e.g. ‘http://wap.yahoo.com’)

- Connection type: this is specified by your provider (typically ‘Proxy‘)
- Proxy address: this is the proxy IP address for WAP service (e.g. 

‘10.128.201.076 ‘)
- Data bearer: set GPRS if only GSM network is available, choose WLAN if 

under WLAN coverage: this will allow highest connectivity speed.
- Bearer settings. Access point: this is the service access node (e.g. 

‘wap.providername.it‘)
Access point: access service (for ex. wap.providername.it)
Authentication type (e.g. ‘ Normal ‘)
Username: (normally empty, unless provided by the service provider)
Password: (normally empty, unless provided by the service provider)
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10. Voice Mail

10.1 Dial Voice Mail GSM
Dial to your GSM voice box.

10.2 Set Voice Mail GSM
You might contact your service providers for the number of GSM voice mail.

10.3 Dial Voice Mail VoIP
You might contact your service providers for the number of  VoIP mail.

10.4 Set Voice Mail VoIP
You might contact your service providers for the number of  VoIP mail.
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11. Camera
You can take photos with the phone’s built-in camera. The camera lens is on 
the back of the phone, and the display of the phone works as a viewfinder. The 
camera saves pictures in JPEG format. If there is not enough memory to take 
a new photo, you need to free some by deleting old photos or other memory 
wasting objects (melodies, pictures etc). 

Press OK key  (Menu) > Scroll down key  (two times) (Camera) > 

OK key .

Press OK key  (Capture ) when taking a photo, a shutter sound, if active, 

is heard. Another photo can be taken by pressing the Left soft key  (Back) 

and by clicking again on the OK key .

Upon photo shoot, by pressing the OK key  (Send) it will be possible to 
send the photo as MMS or e-mail. Otherwise, by pressing the Left soft key 

 (Options), it will be possible to Delete the photo, Rename the photo, Set 

as wallpaper, Send as MMS or Send as e-mail.

There are six options under Camera: Gallery, Effect, Size, Quality, Self  timer, 
and Shutter sound. 

Press Left soft key  Options and enter Gallery and Images to view the 

photo you shoot. Under the Images’ option, you may  get Details of selected 
photo or Delete the photo.

Information:
Obey all local laws governing the taking of pictures. Do not use this feature 
illegally.

Information:
Left soft key  allows quick access to Camera.

Press Left soft key  (Options) and Scroll down key  (Effect) to select 

different effect for your photo.

Press Left soft key  (Options) and Scroll down key  (Size) to select 

the photo size.

Press Left soft key  (Options) and Scroll down key  (Quality) to select 

High, Mid or Low. High provides the best image quality but occupies more 
memory.

Press Left soft key  (Options) and Scroll up key  (Self timer) to turn 

On or Off. While the self-timer is running, it produces a beeping sound. The 
live image appears on the display, and you can use the display as a viewfinder.

Press Left soft key  (Options) and Scroll up key  (Shutter sound) to 

choose the shutter sound between Silent or three different sounds.
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12. Settings
The Settings menu provides several functionalities. The tone, the language, 
the wireless connection, the screen display, clock, answering mode, etc. can 
be set up by means of this menu.

12.1 Profile
Your phone has various setting profiles and for each of them you can 
customize phone tones for different events and environments. 
When you start using the phone, we suggest you to customize the profiles 
according to your own preferences: so when you will need to use a profile, you 
will only need to activate it.
Available profiles are General, Silent, Meeting, Home, Outdoor, UserDef 1, 
and UserDef 2.

UserDef 1 and UserDef 2 can be renamed to define specific situations.

Press Ok key  (Menu) > Scroll down key  (two times) > Shift right key 

 (Settings) > Ok key (Profile). Scroll to a profile and press Ok key  

to activate the selected profile.

You can Personalize the profile you activated by selecting different Ring tone, 
SMS tone, Alarm tone, Keypad tone, Power on/off, WLAN alert and Battery 
alert. 

Press Left soft key  (Options) and select Personalize. Scroll up and down 

to select the one you want to change.

You may also Rename the profile by pressing the Left soft key  (Options) 

and scroll down to Rename. Enter the new name you wish and press Ok key 

 to save the changes.
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12.2 Preferred Network 

Select your preferred network for your phone. Press OK key  (Menu) > 

Scroll down key  (two times) > Shift right key  (Settings) > OK key  

> Scroll down key  (Preferred network). 

Select one from the four network settings that you prefer and press OK key 

 to activate it.

12.3 Language
This phone device provides you with the default language option: English.

Press OK key  (Menu) > Scroll down key  (two times) > Shift right key 

 (Settings) > OK key  > Scroll down key  (two times) (Language).

Scroll to a language and press OK key  to confirm. 

12.4 GPRS setup
The General Packet Radio Service (GPRS) provides users with packet data 
services using the GSM digital radio network. It is used to support the 
connection with WAP and MMS services. 

Press OK key  (Menu) > Scroll down key  (two times) > Shift right key 

 (Settings) > OK key  > Scroll down key  (three times) (GPRS 

setup).
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12.4.1 GPRS attached

Select GPRS Attached and press OK key  to set this feature. Choose Any 

time or When needed based on your actual need. 
The difference between Any time or When needed lies in the fact that Any time 
is connected to GPRS whenever you switch on the phone, while When needed 
means you connect to GPRS only when you want to use this function. 

12.4.2 Data count
The Incoming data and Outgoing data data communication counting (in bytes) 
is shown here. 

12.4.3 GPRS attach or detach
The third and fourth options are related to attaching to or detaching from the 

GPRS connection, respectively. Scroll and press OK key  to activate the 

desired option. 

12.5 Tones

Press OK key  (Menu) > Scroll down key  (two times) > Shift right key 

 (Settings) > OK key  > Scroll down key  (four times) (Tones).

Note that the changes you make will modify the active profile settings.

There are seven sub-menus under Tones menu: Ring tone, SMS Tone, Alarm 
tone, Keypad tone, Power on/off, WLAN alert and Battery alert.
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12.5.1 Ring tone 
Select Ring tone to choose how the phone notifies you of an incoming voice 
call. The options are Alert type, Melody, My music and Volume. 

The Alert type allows you to choose between Ringing, Vibrating, Vibrate then 
ring, Vibrate and ring and Silent. Scroll up and down to select the one that suits 

you most. Press Right soft key  (Back) to return to the upper level.

The factory default offers 25 pieces of Melodies for your choice. 

My Music is the melody you created or downloaded. You may contact your 
service providers for download information.

Volume: allows to increase/decrease the volume: press  Shift right key  to 

increase the Volume and the  Shift left key  to decrease the Volume. 

12.5.2 SMS and Alarm tone
SMS tone and Alarm tone have the identical options and operational method 
as Ring tone does. Refer to Ring tone to set these two options. 

12.5.3 Keypad tone
The keypad tone allows you to select the keypad tone from Off (Silent), Click, 
DTMF (every key has its unique sound).

12.5.4 Power on/off, WLAN and Battery alert
It is the melody that sounds when you switch on/off the phone, the phone is 
out of WLAN range or when battery is low. 
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12.6 Display
This submenu provides different background images for your phone during the 
idle mode and the light level you want your phone screen to display. 

Select Display and press OK key  to enter this menu.

12.6.1 Wallpaper
Select Wallpaper to set up your phone to display a background image, known 
as wallpaper, when the phone is in idle mode.

Scroll to Select wallpaper to select wallpaper from Gallery or the pre-installed 
wallpaper. 
Scroll to Select gallery to enter into Gallery. Select Images to display a list of 
the pictures you took using the phone’s camera. Scroll up and down to choose 

your wallpaper from the list and press OK key  to select your  new 

wallpaper. 
Scroll to on/off to turn on/off the display of the wallpaper you selected.

12.6.2 Backlight timer and Backlight level
Backlight level defines the display light level to get a more or less bright view 
of it. This can help you to view the screen contents easily, but the more is 
brighter, the more is power consuming.

Backlight timer defines how much time the backlight is on from last activity. 
The more the timer is higher, the more is power consuming.
You may select the timer and light values that satisfy your needs.
Backlight timer can choosen between Off, 10 seconds, 20 seconds, 30 

seconds and 60 seconds. Press the OK key  to activate your settings.

Select Backlight level and press Shift right key  to increase the backlight 

from level one to level five. Press Shift left key  to darken the backlight. 
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12.7 Clock
The Clock menu allows the user to set time, date, date and time format. 

Press OK key  (Menu) > Scroll down key  (two times) > Shift right key 

 (Settings) > OK key  > Scroll up key  (Clock) six times, then press 

OK key  to select Clock menu.

Set date, Set time, Date display, Time format, SNTP status  and SNTP setting 
are the available menu  items. 

Choose Set date item by pressing OK key   button to set the date on your 

mobile phone. Upon date setting, do press the OK key   (Save) button, to 

save changes.

• WLAN or GSM Preferred Mode:

4) Does DP-L10 support a memory card?

• No, it doesn’t.
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5) Without SIM card inserted the phone goes on asking me to insert pin 
code.

• Yes, it is but you have not to configure the phone in ‘network settings’ 
as GSM only. Every other different setting will allow the user not to 
insert the SIM card.

Term Description

Dual Mode 
Telephone

Telephone that operates with two standard 
elements: GSM and WLAN

Protection Messages that are sent as protected mes-
sages can only be read by certain people. 
Messages sent to a portable telephone by a 
digital telephone are often protected if oper-
ated wirelessly. 

IMEI The identification number for GSM tele-
phones. This number can be used to block 
stolen cellular telephones. 

ISP A company that offers special services.

GPRS Allows users to more quickly access and 
send data from a cellular telephone.

GSM Internationally recognised element for dig-
ital communication with a field of 800 MHz, 
1800 MHz and 1900 MHz. It was introduced 
in 1991 and is used predominantly in Asia 
and Europe but not in the USA. GSM tele-
phones use a SIM card that contains the 
user’s information. Every GSM is pro-
grammed immediately after the SIM card is 
assigned, a feature that makes GSM tele-
phones easy to rent or loan to others. The 
GSM offers an SMS service for sending text 
messages of up to 160 characters to other 
telephones that also operate with a SIM 
card. 

MMS MMS allows users to communicate multi-
media data such as images, voice mes-
sages and video clips. 
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PIN This code (from 4 to 8 characters) protects 
the SIM card from unauthorised users. The 
PIN code is usually assigned with the SIM 
card. 

PIN2 This code (from 4 to 8 characters) is 
assigned with the SIM card.
